William Shepherd Honor Scholarships

for Pledges and Brothers of Beta Kappa (UA) Chapter

The William Shepherd Scholarship Program seeks to accomplish the following goals:

1)
Encourage members of Delta Sigma Phi to pursue the highest levels of intellectual ability, fraternity participation, and community/campus service in the course of their undergraduate experience;

2)
Recognize and reward individuals who have achieved excellence and balance in their academic and social pursuits; and,

3)
Provide financial assistance to such individuals in their continued pursuit of a balanced and multi-faceted undergraduate education.
Eligibility

Since the program seeks to recognize and reward outstanding achievement in Beta Kappa chapter of Delta Sigma Phi, the recognition and assistance provided by these awards is limited to fraternity pledges and brothers.  Applications will be accepted from undergraduate members of Delta Sigma Phi Fraternity who meet the following criteria:

Initiated Brother Scholarships

1)
Completed at least 12 undergraduate semester hours for the previous semester (for the purposes of these scholarships, previous semester for fall awards shall be the previous spring semester) and enrolled in 12 semester hours at the University of Alabama during the semester of scholarship application.
2)
Initiated as a member of Delta Sigma Phi Fraternity prior to the semester of scholarship application.
3)
Earned at least a 3.0 grade point average for the previous semester.
4) Fulfilled minimum attendance and participation requirements as established by Beta Kappa chapter for the previous and current semesters. If an absence has been excused, it will not count against the applicant.
5) Meet financial obligations to the fraternity throughout the previous and current semesters.
6) Meet conduct and personal behavior expectations as outlined by Beta Kappa chapter.

Pledge /New Member Scholarships

1)
Transfer and previous UA students must have completed at least 12 semester hours for the previous semester (for the purposes of these scholarships, previous semester for fall awards shall be the previous spring semester) and enrolled in 12 or more semester hours at the University of Alabama during the semester of scholarship application.  Entering freshman will be reviewed on high school academic work.
2)
Accepted pledgeship in Delta Sigma Phi Fraternity during the semester of scholarship application.

3)
Earned at least a 3.0 grade point average for the previous semester (transfer and UA students); 3.0 minimum grade point average for senior year for entering freshmen.
4) Fulfilled minimum attendance and participation requirements as established by Beta Kappa chapter. 

5) Must have paid all pledge dues/fees.  (Initiation fees must be paid before scholarship money can be released)
6) Meet conduct and personal behavior expectations as outlined by Beta Kappa chapter.
Awards and Selection of Recipients

Scholarships for initiated brothers will be awarded in amounts up to $1,000.00 each semester.  Pledge scholarships will be awarded in amounts up to $500.00 for the semester.  The scholarships will be deposited directly into the recipient’s fraternity account, thereby assisting with their fraternity expenses and freeing up personal money for the awardees.  

A scholarship committee comprised of Delta Sig alumni will review and score applications.  Pledge scholarships will be awarded primarily on the basis of grade point average.  Additional criteria (fraternity participation, community service, campus involvement, etc.) will weigh heavily in brother scholarships.   The scholarships will attempt to reward brothers who have demonstrated a commitment to Delta Sigma Phi & their community, while achieving academic success.

Every application will be “anonymized” so that the identity of the applicant is not evident to the scholarship committee members.   The application will be scored as objectively as possible, based on academic achievement as well as the quality and quantity of experiences stated.

Each semester (fall and spring) the application process will begin again.  There is no favoritism for previous recipients and they will have to reapply and compete again for upcoming awards.

Deadlines for applications will be announced by the scholarship committee or chapter advisor.  Please make every attempt to have all documents submitted by the deadline date.  Incomplete applications will not be considered.

Application Requirements

· Applications must be typed (preferred) or printed legibly in ink.  

· Be sure to follow directions carefully.  Complete and accurate information is required for each item.  Applications with incomplete data may result in the applicant’s disqualification.  If a section does not apply, please indicate this by writing “DOES NOT APPLY” in the section that does not apply. 

· If more space is needed to respond to a particular item, additional pages may be attached.

·   In addition to the completed application, the following items are required:

1. A transcript of college academic work for transfer and UA students which must include the previous semester of college grades.  Entering freshman must attach a complete high school transcript from the school of graduation.

2. A copy of a class schedule for the current semester.

· The applicant is responsible for all application materials to be submitted to the Beta Kappa chapter advisor by the announced deadline.  It is the applicant’s responsibility to determine the deadline date from chapter officials and provide all requested documentation by this date.
